                                                Bone Handled Knife 
 
   During many months of patrols and combat missions we ate a large selection of canned 
food called combat rations or c-rats.  There was usually a large can of beans or spaghetti 
along with crackers and cheese or peanut butter and a can of peaches or other fruit.  They 
enclosed heat tablets that you could light on fire to help heat up your food.   They also en-
closed coffee and cigarettes along with a plastic spoon and fork and TP.  I remembered that 
when I graduated from high school, one of the cooks at the hospital that I worked at gave 
me a graduation gift of a combination knife, fork and spoon.  She was quite proud to point 
out that the handle was made of carved animal bone.   It was a nice looking and a conven-
ient size utensil to carry around instead of using the plastic forks and spoons.  I wrote my 
Mother and asked her to send it to me so she mailed it to me along with a care package of 
other goodies.   One hot day we went on patrol.   We left our backpacks and extra gear in 
our 360 degree protection perimeter guarded by Marines.   No use in carrying a lot of 
weight on a long hot patrol.   Later in the day when we returned I found out that I had left 
my bone handled knife on a large rock in our position and it had gotten so hot that the bone 
on the handle had melted. 
   I discarded the melted bone decorative sides of the knife and continued to use it the rest 
of my tour in Viet Nam.  What?  Melted bone?   Bone doesn’t melt!   It was plastic!
